Rules and more rules... 
When to Post a Score 
   A player sets out to play 9 holes of golf after work, but only manages to 
play 7 holes because it was getting dark. Can he still post a score? 
 
Correct Answer: Yes 
   In fact, according to the USGA the player is required to post his score. For 
holes 8 and 9, the player would record a score of par plus any handicap 
strokes they were entitled to. 
 
For example, if the player's course handicap was a 12, the player would be 
entitled to take one handicap stroke on the top 12 hardest holes as ranked 
on the golf card. So if holes number 8 and 9 were ranked #13 and #4 holes 
respectively, the player would record a par on hole number 8 and a par plus 
one (bogey) on hole number 9. If both 8 and 9 were not on the top 12 hard-
est holes as ranked on the golf card, they would both be marked as pars, 
conversely if they were both ranked in the top 12 hardest, they would both 
be marked as bogeys.
