Rules and more rules...  
 
   In a recent match, Larry put 
tape on the top of his putter-
head during the round to reduce 
glare. His opponent told him that 
this was a violation of the rules. 
He further said the penalty was 
disqualification, and that meant 
that Larry lost the match and 
needed to pony up the $50 they 
had riding on the game. Was 
Larry at fault? Was his opponent 
correct? 
 
A. Incorrect, No penalty 
B. Incorrect, penalty of one 

stroke per hole on which the 
modified club was used. 

C. Correct. Larry altered the 
club during play. He should 
be disqualified, and perhaps 
tarred and feathered. 

 
 
Answer: 
Yes, Larry would be disqualified. 
According to USGA decision 4-
2/1, adding tape during the 
course of play, including tape to 
reduce glare, would change the 
playing characteristics of the 
club. Interestingly, the non-glare 
strip would have been ok had it 
been applied prior to starting the 
round. Just don't make any 
changes during a round that 
alter the playing characteristics 
of a club, such as adding lead 
tape to the back. Violate Rule 4-
2a, and you're disqualified.
