Single Golfers Forming Local Group

Ready for “Love on the Links?”

Looking for love in all the wrong places?  Have you tried the golf course?

If you’re single and enjoy the game and if you think about it, what better place could there to meet the love of your life?  That’s what Tom Alsop found years ago after going through a divorce.  At the age of 42, he felt there were better ways of meeting “life’s permanent companion” that bars and churches.

“Bars are loud, smoke-filled and loaded with ‘bar-types’.  Who in their right mind would want to meet their special person there?  Churches are fine and work well for a lot of people, but the golf course really brings out your real personality.  If you want to have a beer in the clubhouse after your round, you don’t have to worry about people being judgmental,” Alsop says.
So in 1992, he set-out to form a local golf group, the Charlotte (NC) Singles Golf Association.  “We had only six people at our first meeting but grew to 175 members by the end of the year.  People felt like they were with friends when they attended our monthly membership meetings and especially on the golf course,” says Alsop.  “We’ve had many members ‘pair-up’ with others so the concept is working well.  Our success breeds failure.  When a member gets married, it’s ‘congratulations and farewell.’”

Within years, the American Singles Golf Association (ASGA) was formed and more chapters were created around the country.  By 2008, over 25,000 people had joined one of the various 70 chapters around the country.  Several “multi-chapter events” occur throughout the year where 150-200 members will show-up in one city such as Pinehurst or Orlando and play golf all weekend.  Membership is $70.00 per year and “in many cases, if you play a half-dozen rounds of golf each year, you’ll recoup your dues in golf group discounts,” says Alsop.  “For a little more than five bucks a month, you’ll have plenty of social and golf opportunities.”  Included in the dues is a monthly newsletter, membership roster and an ASGA bag tag.

And do you have to be a good golfer to join ASGA?  “Absolutely not,” says Alsop, “you just have to have a good personality.”  The average handicap nationwide is between 20-25.  “We have our single-digit handicap golfers and those who are a 40-handicap.  We encourage fast play and golf etiquette.  Local chapters can organize golf instruction with group discounts if they’re inclined to do so,” says Alsop.

“We’re so excited about having this organization in our local community.  It’s not easy to meet quality singles and ASGA will bring those folks to us,” says ____________________, chapter president and founder of the ____________ chapter.
