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Post or Not to Post Scores with
GHIN During Off Season

The active season according to Philadel-
phia GAP ended on November 12, 2025,
and resumes on April 01, 2026.You need to
post your golf scores during the active sea-
son, but if you play in an area with an active
season (Florida) while your home area is
inactive, you must still post those scores.

New rules for 2026 as established by
PGA: (Note there are other rule modifica-
tions mostly pertaining to professional golf-
ers. Google "2026 new rules of golf" for a list
of all new rules. For fun try to explain
"Internal Out of Bounds")

Player Awareness of Ball Movement.
Previous Rule: A player faced a two-stroke
penalty if they unknowingly moved their ball.
New Rule: If a player is unaware that they
caused their ball to move, they will incur only
a one-stroke penalty instead of two.

Relief for Embedded Balls

Previous Rule: Players could only take re-
lief if their ball was embedded in their own
pitch mark.

New Rule: Players can now take free relief if
their ball is in another player's pitch mark,
provided it is in the general area. Players will
receive embedded-ball relief if their ball finds
an unrepaired pitch mark in any area, cut to
the fairway height or less.

Preferred Lies Modification

Previous Rule: Players could move their
ball within one club length in wet conditions.
New Rule: Players can now only move their
ball the length of a scorecard, which is a
standard measurement, to reduce the ad-
vantage gained from moving the ball.

Penalty reduction when the player is una-
ware ball moved

Previous Rule: Players were penalized two
strokes if they caused their ball to move and
failed to replace the ball to its original spot
before their next shot

New Rule: If a player plays a shot from the
wrong place and was unaware their ball
moved, the penalty will be just one stroke.

Obstructions close to putting greens;
Previous Rule: You are entitled to free relief
if an obstruction interferes with your ball,
stance or swing (or, if i's on the putting
green, you also get relief if it's on your line of

play). How and where you take free relief
depends on a few factors, but to simplify,
you need to locate the nearest point of
complete relief that is not nearer the hole.
You can then take a drop in an area within
a club length of that point. If it's on the
green, you don't drop, you place the ball.
New Rule: Players are usually given line-
of-play relief from immovable obstructions
when they are two club-lengths from the
putting surface, and it will include holes or
ground under repair caused by the remov-
al of such objects cut to fairway height or
less.

ing Irene@SinglesGolf.com or calling 980-833-6450 from 9am-1:45pm, M-F, Eastern.

For every three (3) people who join using your name or ID on the yellow sign, you’ll
receive 12-months of ASGA membership. Note: your name or member number, as
the referrer, must be submitted with the new member’s application. No exceptions.
No retroactivity. Please do not add your own name to an application form. It must be
completed only the by the member currently joining and completing the application.

New members can join over the phone, at our website (SinglesGolf.com/join), fax,
etc., however, they MUST use your member number or name at the time of joining
as the person who referred the new member. Again, no exceptions to this policy.
